CRIL has 2 wheelchair accessible vans, 1 Red and 1 Blue. Both vans are 2012
Dodge Caravans and include both hand controls and foot controls for braking
and acceleration. The vans are available Monday through Friday, from 7:30 am
— 5:00 pm. They are located in the parking lot at the CRIL office in Hayward,
439 A Street.

To rent the vans, people are directed to www.Getaround.com. Any licensed
driver wanting to use a van, must first register with Getaround. Once approved,
people can open a CRIL van with the Getaround app on their cell phone. Use
of a van can be all day or just for an hour; van use will be charged on an hourly
basis. The vans must be returned with a full tank of gas. If the vans are
returned with less than a full tank, the person will be charged for gas and a
service fee.
